Celebrating 100 Years of Hand Made

2009 marks a significant anniversary in the automobile
world as it is the 100" Anniversary of Morgan. That
would be significant for any automaker and there are a
few that can claim that milestone, but in the British car
industry it is truly a miracle. Also, when you consider
that Morgan is still owned by the Morgan family and
still making cars by hand in the little town of Malvern,

the odds of even a 50" Anniversary would be slim.

So here is this little “David” of a car company lasting
for 100 years in a “Goliath” world
of modern auto technology. Yes there are modern Mor-

gans (Aero 8 & Max), but they still make the more tradi-

tional ones (4/4 & Roadster). They always have used
racing to improve the breed and in '62 they won the 2
Liter Class at Lemans (+4) and these last few years

Many in our WNYMGCC are also members of the
WNY Morgan Owners Group. This Morgan Anniver-
sary at the Glen could not have happened without all
their hard work and dedication. Planning started 5
years ago, but it was in 2007 that we knew the event
would happen. | was racing my MGA at Sebring that
year and while watching the 12 Hour enduro with Jack
Woehrle, | asked him if SVRA had made a decision of
Morgan being the feature car for 2009. Jack said yes
and it was then we knew we would have

a Morgan Centenary Jubilee at the Glen.

By all standards, this event was a great success. We
had 60 Morgans registered for the Tour de Marque, 3
in the Concours, 15 racing, a few more in other tours,
a very special 1938 Morgan TT 4/4 factory racer
(raced by Peter Morgan) at the International Motor
Racing Research Center and 155 happy Morgan en-
thusiasts at the Saturday night Morgan Banquet at the
track! We even made special Morgan Centenary Jubi-
lee at Watkins Glen car badges and shirts and they
were nearly all gone by the end of the weekend.

Many years ago someone wrote: “Morgan, First and
Last of the Real Sports Cars”
In 20009, it's still true.

have won in the FIA Group 3 Class (Aero 8). They don't

have a large R&D department or racing budget for that
matter. But they still win races and are selling cars.

Morgan is truly a limited production car with only 640
made in 2007. That's about 2.5 a day when you take
into account weekends, holidays and the summer
shutdown. I've been to the works 3 times and it's hard
to believe that they can make even that many cars.

Driving a Morgan is unlike any other British sports car
I have ever driven. In many ways they are still like
cars from the 30’s. In other ways, they are modern
and fast (170 mph). Each one is just a little different
than the one before and after it, but they all possess
something uniquely Morgan, and that something is
what Morgan owners and enthusiasts

all over the world have been celebrating this Cente-
nary Morgan Year. And that’s what the Morgan Cente-
nary Jubilee at the Glen was all about.
