There seems to be too many sensors in the 
newer cars. My “You asked for it You got it” daily 
driver decided it would be stingy with the cool air 
when requested. I push the button and instead of a 
steady green light I saw a flashing green light. This 
indicated a problem, of course right when you need 
cool air the most. A quick trip to the internet I found 
some simple fixes I could try before the expensive 
one. First is to replace the cabin filter. Not good air 
flow will shut down the compressor. Apparently 
there is an air flow sensor . The repair book talks of 
a speed sensor  to make sure the compressor is 
going as fast as the engine. Anyway the filter was 
real dirty (changed) this did not help. Next is the 
magnetic clutch relay which has lock sensor on it. 
There is a known problem with this clutch relay for 
this year (2003) car. Change it with an updated 
replacement part from dealer and you should be 
good. I thought a relay from the parts store would 
work. Well it did not fix the problem. Thinking I had 
compressor problems it was on to the Air 
conditioner repair place only to find out no problem 
with Freon or any other mechanical parts. After 
some deep thought could there something specific 
about the relay from the dealer so off it was to pick 
up a dealer relay. A few bucks later (more than 
$60) the new relay was plugged in all is working 
fine. The sensors are happy and we have cool air.
  I have sensors on my head it is called hair (or lack 
of) they like to feel the wind. Enjoy your top down 
driving.

  In the fall of 1968 British Leland introduced the 
Austin America which as I remember was heralded by 
Road & Track as the car of the year.

My experiences with the Austin America are 
fodder for another article . It was about the same time 
I purchased the 1953 TD and after making several 
expensive false starts trying to find a mechanic, the 
service manager at the Ross location in Sodus was 
recommended and I began to trade there and first 
noticed the MG sign. It was a quaint brick building and 
in the center of this rural town and the sign was as 
fitting as could be.
  In 1985, I took a job in Sodus and began to drive by 
the sign daily. One day I heard that the Ross brother / 
owner (Greg?) had died and the Chrysler/Plymouth 
agency would be closed and the building sold.
